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Feedback


Ensure feedback focuses on the learning intentions as the criteria for success.


Give positive feedback. e.g. 2 Stars and a Wish in writing.


Engage pupils in the feedback process by asking them to repeat advice in their own words or copy it on to their next piece of work.   e.g. read and share their wish with their neighbour before starting new writing.





Self and Peer Assessment


Give pupils regular opportunities to reflect and talk about their learning progress and goals.


Change the culture from ‘fear of failure’ by reinforcing the message ‘difficulty means learning’.


Use Traffic Lighting or Thumbs Up/Down to create an environment where pupils have the confidence to be honest about areas of difficulty.


Ask pupils to read, edit and comment on each other’s work, thereby reinforcing their own understanding of the learning intention and the success criteria.
