What is Formative Assessment?

“Assessment is only formative when it is used by the learner to improve the quality of his / her work. It ‘bridges the gap’ between present performance and desired goal. It values improvement as much as achievement.”

Use writing prompt cards.
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Questioning


Allow “Thinking Time ” by leaving 3 seconds before taking an answer.


Use questions which allow for a range of responses


Be conscious of structuring questions. Use both open and closed questioning.
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
