· Parents agreed to try to gather 2 parents per station = 28 names, FMcM suggested aiming for 30 in-case of absences.
· Discussed Parent Noticeboard and CA, chairperson of Parent Council, said that they were already looking into purchasing one. Possibly £150? MF raised issue that the school already had an AFrame Noticeboard – what happened to it?
· Discussed pop-up for Elmvale and how useful it would be for any event that the school and nursery class attended. Committee members raised concerns of them going missing and to keep in a safe place.

· Discussed cost of busses to event, successful in gaining 250 seats on Class Connections but Doig’s coaches were pricey at £1295. Committee agreed that a letter with a tear off slip charging £1 for a parent space on bus would be acceptable (FMcM stated that it would cost £4 to get to/from event if using public transport) and CY explained some parents don’t drive & it would be a potential train, bus & walk to get to Emirates from Springburn. MF suggested 1 space per family – until more spaces became available & committee agreed that a fair ballot/raffle for additional tickets requesting a named person on the tickets.
· Committee discussed closing ceremony and due to time restrictions on the day – the following day – 29th would be better. Discussed a potential ice-cream van (depending on costs), ice-poles or even ordering ice-cream from Cordia for a special treat for the children. Both CY & MF to look into and feed-back at later date.

· Discussed programmes and including sponsors etc.

· Discussed funding & prizes for raffle:
1. Ms Kytzia discussed businesses that were being contacted, using MF contacts too

2. CY & MF brought up Ashoka & in past a table up to 20 (Curry Karaoke) had been an excellent prize

3. Suggestion for Dominoes pizza

· Discussed potentially selling country flags for parents to wave, selling the day before the event. Both PL & MF are machinists. CY & CA mentioned ‘Staples’ for stationary to create flags or PL suggested Mandors for material (square pieces), fabric pens & cocktail sticks. CY suggested Mrs Dunn could take on? Other members suggested Remnant Kings for sheets/fabric glue etc. Ms K to enquire.
